® Senior Center/COA: closed; minimally staffed

® Library: closed

® Food Pantry: open Tuesday 9-12, Thursday 12-3 with specific instructions; Many staples are available;
donated items are cleaned and inventoried. 16 Senior Dr, Templeton, MA (in back of Senior Center);
thank you to Red Apple

® Emergency Services: vestibules only; sign up for CodeRed: text “templetonma” to 99411; Emergency
Operation Center is operational, CERT team has been present and working.

® DPW: full operations; office closed to public; cemeteries are closed for new burials

® TMLWP/Sewer: full operations; office closed to public; monitoring Gov order on suspension of shutoffs

® Board of Health; working with businesses on closing/opening guidance; coordinating mailings and
donation inputs; no new cases to report

® 2-1-1 call center; phone service has long wait times; recommend using chat or local resources

® ICS: Incident Command System roles defined for staff (command, logistics, finance, ops, planning)

® Published memo and guides for local businesses; this is in conjunction with MA GOV's initiatives
